With the introduction of his Macassar Collection, Muggleton offers a new take on his popular pieces, using one of the most unique and rare woods in the world, Macassar Ebony, considered one of the most lustrous and beautiful of the ebony wood family.  “To be able to work with this wood is a crowning achievement for most wood workers,” Muggleton says, “but it comes with a price.” Muggleton explained that  Macassar Ebony is notoriously more difficult to bend than standard woods and also very dense. These qualities, while creating more work for the furniture maker, “also make for an extremely durable piece,” added Muggleton.   The Macassar Lotus Bench measures 20” W x 60” L) x 31”H.
